I am excited to introduce you to the school library website.  It is called Destiny Quest.  The system can be used at home as well.  
Each student will be able to login to Destiny and keep track of their own library use.  Resource lists can be made on books or sites that have been used for research projects.  Bibliography and citation lists can be made from the resource list.  

LOGIN

You can use the Destiny Quest link on the media center page of the trinityknights.org site.  If you would like to go directly to the library system, go to trinitycatholic.follettdestiny.com.

You will click on the trinity catholic school name in the middle of the page.  This will take you to our main page for Destiny.
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There are two ways to use the system.  If you want to do a quick look up for a book, you can do so as a guest.  No login required.  To have access to the most features, you will click on login in the upper right hand corner of the screen.  The log in for each student is the same as their AR log in.  Each student should be aware of their log in.  

CATALOG SEARCHES

The search features accommodate all types of users from early learners to power users.  Below is the view from the classic page which you will exit Destiny Quest once you login in the upper right hand corner.
Basic search uses simple search terms with 5 types see picture below.  
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Visual search allows patrons to click on a series of pictorial buttons to search.
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Power search is more complex. It uses additional limiters for a more precise search. 
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The Destiny Quest main page has similar search engines as the classic from above. The Destiny Quest page will show you the top 10 books that are being checked out of our library, resource lists, and new arrivals.  To access Destiny Quest, a workstation must have the following: 

●One of these browsers—Microsoft Internet Explorer version 7 or higher, Apple Safari, Mozilla Firefox, or Google Chrome. 

●Monitors with a minimum screen resolution of 1024 x 768. 
SEARCH RESULTS
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Search results are organized by material type.  Titles, digital resources, and web databases are all shown.  One Search will provide the web databases that are available for students to find research information.
Another feature for students to utilize is resource lists.  The students can make resource lists for books and information they have used. This can then be used to make bibliography and citation list which is on the bottom of their resource list to generate.  When a student is logged in, they can click on the My Info tab and set up resource lists.  Once material is found, the student will click on add to my list.  
 Share some quality time with your student looking around and playing with the site.  

We have eBooks to accommodate those students who love to read on electronic devices.  You will find instructions below to help students use this option from home.  

The first step will be to download the BryteWave™ K-12 Edition app which is available for iOS, Android devices with access to Google Play, Nook HD and HD+, Kindle Fire HD and HDX, and Windows/Mac. 

Next, you will access Follett Shelf.  You can access it thru Destiny Quest (trinitycatholic.follettdestiny.com) or http://wbb48833.follettshelf.com. It will ask for the username and password.  The login is the same as a student’s AR login.

Students can read the chosen eBook online or check out the eBook. 

Reading the book online is real time. It compares with a student taking a reference book off the shelf. When a patron closes the eBook or it is inactive for 15 minutes, it is immediately available for other students to use: 

To check the book out you must Open the book. When a patron selects the Checkout option, the book is placed in the patron’s Bookbag. 

--If a patron does not return the book, the book is automatically checked in at the end of the loan period.
